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The St. meﬂ‘us Greek Orthodox National Shrine is a iving memorial to the first Greek
seftlers on the American continent and to all immigrants whose love of fieedom and desire
for a better life brought them to the New World.

Archbishop Iakovos, of blessed memory, looked to St. Photios Greek Orthodox
National Shrine to provide a means to honor the faith and culture of the Greek
Orthodox immigrants of 1768 when articulating its mission “to witness the
Orthodox faith, share the Hellenic culture and honor the memory of the Greek
colonists of 1768.”

He acknowledged that in America, at the time, “immigrant families lose their
ethnie identity by the second generation, as they meld into the social fabrie of the
United States.”
